This role works with various Team Fringe members and reports directly to the 
Executive Director. Peak in-person time is late August through Festival close.

Community Arts Coordinator 

A largely remote, creative-meets-administrative role curating pop-ups in small businesses/
unconventional spaces, leading digital programming, and serving as a community outreach 
point of contact. Ramps up with limited on-site work as the Festival approaches. Reports to the 
Associate Producer as well as the Executive Director. 
Term: Mar–Oct 16, 2026
Stipend: $1,500 

Perks: Festival pass, complimentary festival meals, co-working space (Festival) downtown, pre-
approved misc. budget for essential event needs
